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In order to translate nuclear disaster prevention documents written in Japanese into
English, the Basic Act on Disaster Management, the Act on Special Measures Concerning
Nuclear Emergency Preparedness, and the Convention on Nuclear Safety were surveyed for
corresponding terms in Japanese and English. The survey results were integrated and
unified English translations were selected. As a result, a Japanese-English correspondence
